Just when we thought we had got used to running with lead-free fuel, the petrol cocktail has been changed again.  The petrol manufacturers are now including a percentage of bio-fuel (ethanol) in the petrol being sold, the percentage to be increased yearly.  As with the other additives in the cocktail, ethanol has various side-effects, some harmless, others less so.


A number of rubber products may be attacked by the ethanol.  If your flexible fuel hoses pre-date lead-free fuel, and have survived the toluene and benzene, they may not last so long





This can be transferred to more sensitive areas such as carburettor needle valves where the newly deposited gum left by evaporating fuel can cause serious carburation problems.


Ethanol also has a propensity to absorb water, and this can give rise to significant risks of corrosion within the fuel tank. 


To reduce the effect of this, the tank should be kept full, if the car is to be left standing for any length of time.  Generally a different approach to the norm.

Watch out for indications that the hose is becoming porous.  SU fuel pumps are fitted with a rubber diaphragm which could be a weakness.  However most will have been renewed in the not-too distant past and should not suffer, but do look out for leaks.


Our colleagues in the US have been living with ethanol for longer than the Brits, and they have warned of another side-effect.  


Ethanol is an extremely potent solvent, and is very effective for cleaning out gummy deposits left in fuel tanks and other nooks and crannies.  
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Each pump is carefully assembled, checking end-float and clearances with meticulous cleanliness, then tested on our test rig for flow and pressure. 


When we are happy with its performance, it is packed and passed to Sales, ready to keep the next engine protected.





Does your oil pressure look healthy? It is after all the heart of your engine and although last issue we talked about a bottom end decoke, oil can only get round when pressured! At Fiennes, we manufacture oil pumps for both small hp engines, Silver Ghost, and Phantom 1.
