We can rewind ignition coils, as long as they are the original bakelite style, to an “as new" condition. Many of the coils we see have had internal breakdown of the insulation which can lead to overheating inside the case, and consequential
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deterioration of electrical performance. This can lead to intermittent or poor starting problems.  We also suggest carrying a spare rotor arm…. 





Don’t forget the ballast resistor. This is matched to the coils resistance, and not having the correct rating can lead to further problems, despite the coil being restored!
